The Lyme disease numbers for 2008 by county of residence are below. “Cases” are reports that met the national surveillance case definition for confirmed Lyme disease. “Incidence” adjusts for population size (e.g., Hennepin County has a lot of cases, but also a very large population, so its incidence is much lower than Aitkin County ). I need to do a few more small data checks, but these should be nearly final numbers.
Remember that a large number of case-patients are not exposed in their county of residence (for instance, most Lyme patients in the agricultural areas of SW Minnesota acquire Lyme when they travel to wooded areas of northern/central Minnesota or to Wisconsin ). Determining whether a person lives in or near hardwood forests/mixed hardwood forests or did activities in/near these forests is the biggest part of what we do when we assess an individual’s risk. History of a known tick bite can be important, but as you know, most folks never see the tick that bit them.
